3. Contract for Network Resource

Upon commencement of service, the Customer certifies that;

b) The Network Customer owns the resource, has committed to purchase generation pursuant to an executed contract, or has committed to purchase generation where execution of a contract is contingent upon the availability of transmission service under the MHEB OATT; 

c) The Network Resource does not include any resources, or any portion thereof, that are committed for sale to non-designated third party load or otherwise cannot be called upon to meet the Network Customer’s Network Load on a non-interruptible basis;

d) The network resource is not simultaneously designated as a network resource for any other network customer load;
e) They have reserved firm transmission service from all intermediate transmission systems, including the source system; 
f) The resource will follow all obligations and requirements as detailed in the MHEB OATT and the most recent version of the Manitoba Hydro Generating Interconnection Operating Requirements as found on the MHEB OASIS site; 
g) The network resources may not be interruptible for economic reasons but may be redispatched or curtailed for reliability reasons or as directed by Manitoba Hydro. 
h) Energy transmitted on Secondary Service shall be transmitted on an as available basis and may be redispatched or curtailed by the Network Customer or Manitoba Hydro at any time.
i) The approximate charge for one month of service has been sent as a System Impact Study deposit. (If this application is as a result of a successful Interconnection Request under the MHEB OAIT, the study deposit is not required.)
