Frequently Asked Questions Regarding Procedures for 
Demand Reductions
Question:
Are participants allowed to change the firm kW amount listed on Attachment B?  

Answer:  
Yes, as long as Attachment B has been updated and signed by both parties.  

Question:
How long are participants enrolled in the program?
Answer:
As long as the participant wants to be enrolled and have completed the proper paperwork. 

Question:
What does the remote interruption equipment cost?

Answer:
It varies based on what is needed to support the interruptible system at the site.  Each case is reviewed on an individual basis.

Question:
An amount must be specified in Attachment B for firm hourly kW.  Does this refer to the amount of kW the load must not exceed when being interrupted?  For example, if the firm hourly kW is 7,000 and the load is consuming 10,000 kW, the load will need to drop by 3,000 kW.  

Answer:
Yes, that is correct.

Question:
Continuing with the example above, if the market participant has a load of 11,000 kW the next day after the interruption does the firm level still remain at 7,000 kW?

 Answer:
Yes, that is correct. 
Question:
Can you give an example of how losses are involved in demand reductions?

Example:
A participant has 20 MW listed in Attachment B as the firm hourly amount and losses are 2 MW.  

Answer:
The participant would show 18 MW (through the meter) of firm load with 2 MW of losses added for a total of 20 MW.
